The HOA receives a
complaint and the DRC
performs an investigation. If
the complaint is valid the
DRC should notify the lot
owner and the AC.

The AC will review the finding and notify
the lot owner of the maintenance
expectations and the time frame that the

required maintenance must be
performed. The AC will notify the lot
owner via certified mail.

If the lot owner disputes the DRC finding and
the AC’s maintenance notice they may request a
hearing before the AC. 10 days notice is
required. The AC will provide written notice of
its decision to the lot owner.

The DRC monitors the case for
compliance to the AC direction. If the
lot owner complies the DRC will notify
the AC and the case will be closed.

If the lot owner fails to perform the required
maintenance the AC will determine the
approximate cost of the specified maintenance
and as required by 2.18 this cost will become a
part of the assessment to which the lot is
subject.

Enforcement per Par. 7.7

If any assessment is not paid the AC shall place
a lien on the lot at the maximum legal interest
rate allowed. The AC will have the HOA attorney
file the lien on the property with Pierce County.
The AC may also take action to collect the lien
as allowed by Par. 7.7.

The DRC will monitor the
case following the hearing.
Once corrective actions are
taken per prescribed
timelines, the DRC will notify
the AC and the case will be
closed.
